Notice of Possible Monkeypox Exposure at [NAME] event
We’re reaching out to inform you that an attendee at the [NAME] event on [DATE] has tested positive for the monkeypox virus. Monkeypox appears as a rash or sores that spreads through close, physical contact or by sharing clothes and bedding with someone who is infected. 
If you attended this event, you and other people with you may have been exposed to monkeypox. The San Francisco Department of Public Health wants you to know what to do, and where to get resources to protect yourself and others. 
Are you at higher risk?
If you had close, physical contact with others at the event (such as skin-to-skin, kissing, sex) you are at high risk of a direct exposure. You should seek a monkeypox (Jynneos) vaccine within 14 days (sooner the better!) to prevent an infection. For vaccine locations, go to: sf.gov/monkeypox
Are you at lower risk?
If you were at the event and did not have close, physical contact with others, you should monitor your health for symptoms of monkeypox and talk to your health provider. Please reserve vaccines for people at higher risk as supplies are currently limited. 
What to look out for:
Monkeypox can begin as flu-like symptoms and develop into a rash or sores that look like blisters or pimples. Most cases resolve on their own, but monkeypox can be serious. If you develop a rash or sores, contact your health provider as soon as possible to be evaluated and tested. At this point in time, it is too late for a vaccine. 
If you develop symptoms and do not have a provider, or have difficulty scheduling an appointment, you can be seen at SF City Clinic at 356-7th Street, San Francisco (628-217-6600) or at Strut located at 470 Castro Street (415-581-1600).
How you can protect yourself from monkeypox:
· Cover exposed skin in crowds
· Do not share bedding or clothing with others
· Talk to close physical and sexual contacts about their general health like recent rashes or sores.
