Items used are
those of the Behavioral/Emotional Needs, Traumatic Stress Symptoms, Impact on Functioning, and Risk
Behaviors domains. "Number improved" means number of child/youth episodes that showed improvements in at
least 50% of the actionable items (those rated as either a 2 or 3 on the next most recent CANS). The number of
points the program will receive on the BOCC monitoring report is based on the percent of child/youth episodes
that achieve this 50% improvement benchmark as follows:
