All DCYF grantees receive an annual Fiscal and
Compliance Monitoring Review.

This fiscal review is not an audit: it is a way for
DCYF and other departmentsto assess the fiscal
health of funded agencies and improve quality and
consistency of fiscal and other compliance
procedures.

DCYF staff participatesin all Fiscal and Compliance
Reviews for grantees, including review of
documents, and the determination of any findings
that need to be remedied.

Grantees receive Fiscal and Compliance Monitoring Review using
either the Citywide Nonprofit Monitoring and Capacity Building
Program or DCYF-Only Monitoring.

* Also known as Joint Monitoring, includes staff from 12 city
departments that work together to conduct the review.
Grantees in this process must receive funding from 2 or
